News in Brief

Major Changes for 2010/11

The following changes were announced
at the AGM on 1st April 2010.

Hyde Lane—Big Lake

For the 2010/11 season the big lake at
Hyde Lane will be "ring fenced" for the
exclusive use of the Special Ticket hold-
ers and for members who fish for Pike
(new tariffs will apply). The rationale
behind the ring fencing is that this
allows the extra revenue from Special
Ticket income to be used exclusively for
a Fishery Restocking Programme. This
will benefit all three lakes at the
complex and is very much needed.

Membership Tariff / Structure
Good news - there is no increase in the
Membership Tariff for the 2010/11
season. Also membership is now open
to everyone as the "Associate Member-
ship" grade has been discontinued and
a simplified membership card will be
adopted for the coming season to
reduce printing costs.

Constitution & Byelaws Changed
The proposed changes to the BDAA
Constitution, tabled by Simon Bumstead
our Treasurer, were unanimously ap-
proved and adopted by the AGM.

The problems with Canadian Pond
weed at Hyde Lane last year meant

that the first 10 weeks of the season
made the lakes unfishable. A number
of solutions were considered including
the use of special Weed Cutting boats.
These proved too expensive and may
have only worked for a short period.
We hope that this coming year is not as
bad.

During October important repairs were
done on the weir at Lenborough. |
would like to thank John Harris, Jack
Robinson, Frank Thompson and Brian
Nottingham for their invaluable help
with this.

Also, in October, our Club Perch
record was broken with a superb fish of
5lb 60z caught by Noel James from
Bideford-on-Avon. This was witnessed
by two committee members.

Looking forward, as well as celebrating
our centenary, we plan to run two
Come & Try sessions for Local Children
(details above) and hope the recent
changes made by the committee allow
us to further develop and re-stock our
fisheries.
