Changes for 2011/12

The following changes were an-
nounced at the AGM on 7" April 2011.

Membership Tariff
Good news for the coming season in
that there is no increase in
membership tariffs (see overleaf).

Hyde Lane lakes
The Lakes are now open all year—with
no close season (Pike Fishing only
allowed 1st September to 31st March).

From 1% June 2011 Day Tickets will
not be available for the Small and
Middle Lakes at Hyde Lane making it a
member only fishery.

New combination locks will be fitted
to all three gates at Hyde Lane—the
combination number will be printed in
the 2011-12 Permit. This comes into
effect from 1* June 2011. In addition
access to the Lakes by the Oak Tree
Stile on the A422 will no longer be
permitted.

These changes are all part of the on-
going changes and investment plans
approved by the committee in order
to improve the Hyde Lane fishing
experience for both Special Ticket
holders and Standard members.

CHAIRMAN'’S UPDATE

This time last year we were planning
to celebrate the association’s Centen-
ary. After much deliberation we de-
cided to hold an special BBQ in August
to celebrate the event with Adult and
Junior Matches.

The event was very well attended and
many thanks to those that helped
make it a very enjoyable occasion. We
were also very fortunate that the
club’s centenary was featured in arti-
cles in both the Angling Times and the
Buckingham Advertiser. If you missed
them they are available to download
from our Website.

For information, during September the
Buckingham Drainage Board dredged
the Lenborough stretch of the river —
upstream of Padbury Mill. | was very
disappointed with the work under-
taken. Good fish holding areas have
been affected as all the bushes and
overhanging branches have been re-
moved. In addition they did not repair
the weir and very little deepening of
this stretch actually took place. We
also have a vehicle access problem to
this part of the river which may not be
easy to resolve.

The lack of interest in Match Fishing

continues, we still have no Match Sec-
retary, however | am pleased that the
Wednesday evening series at Wood-
fields Lake is still popular and another
series will be fished this summer.

Looking forward, we plan to run two
Come & Try sessions for Local Children
(details above). Many thanks to those
who helped with the sessions we held
last year.

The investment fund for Hyde Lane
which was created by the changes we
introduced last year will enable re-
stocking of all three lakes to start later
this year.

However the quality of the fishing at
Woodfields lake continues to be a big
worry. We know cormorants and mink
are taking fish and we will continue to
do whatever we can to reduce their
impact. We had a site meeting with
DEFRA in August however our applica-
tion for a license to shoot cormorants
was rejected and we must now find
other ways to scare them off the lake.
We are hoping that the opening of the
lake during the close season and the
introduction of 100 small carp (200kg
in weight) will improve the fishing.

More re-stocking is planned, possibly
later in the year.

| am also pleased to welcome both
Nigel Bidwell and Nick Mullis who
have now joined the committee—
this brings us up to the full comple-
ment of 12 committee members.

I would like to thank our President
Pete Williams and my hard working
committee for all their help in the
past year. | would also like to thank
our Bailiffs, and everyone else who
has helped to keep the club running
smoothly.

On a personal note, as | stated last
year, | was thinking of standing down
as Chairman to make way for a
younger person, having held the post
since 1987. However as Simon
Bumstead, our treasurer, has agreed
to look after the shops, | would be
prepared, if elected at the next com-
mittee meeting on 5t May to con-
tinue for one more year. Though | do
hope someone steps up to take over
the reins so | can put my feet up.
